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ABSTRACT

The objective of this work was to compose the “Bangkokthonburi Overture" for
Mahori ensemble. The composer was inspired by some Thai classical compositions in
order to create the institution overture to symbolize the academically potential of the
higher institute as the center of multi disciplines in light of Thai classical composition.
Each musical phrase represents each discipline which mixed up together for the
completion of the new piece. The composer borrowed some fragments of Thai pieces
and reused them in kind of composing technique such as rephrasing, intension and
extension even creating the new melodies and bind them up together in a binary form
overture or two movements, each movement contains four sets of adagio tempo in

probkai rhythmic pattern.
