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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study the result of the development of
preschooler handwriting readiness with drawing and printing activities. Subjects were
preschool children, 5 - 6 years old in kindergarten, studied in first semester, academic year
2019 at Klongbanggrateak school, Sam Pran, Nakhon Phathom. The research instruments
were Lesson plan of drawing and printing activities and handwriting readiness
observation form for young children. The statistics employed for data analysis were
percentage, mean, standard deviation and t-test.

The research findings were as follows: The handwriting readiness development of
young children after drawing and printing activities were higher than before at .01 level. and

the increased from baseline in all aspects.
