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ABSTRACT

The purpose of the study was to compare reading skills of young children before and
after playing emphasized language didactic games. Subjects were preschool children, 4 - 5 years
old in kindergarten I, first semester , academic year 2019 at Petchkasem school , Bang khae ,
Bangkok. The 10 lowest scored children were assigned for experimental group. The research
instruments were Language Didactic Games and The Reading Skills Test, reliability . The statistics
employed for data analysis were frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation and t-test.

The reading skills of young children after playing emphasized language didactic games
was significantly higher than before at .01 level and the change increased from baseline in all

aspects.
