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Abstract

The objective of this research article was (1). To study the level of motivation
for learning Chinese subjects. (2). To compare the motivation of studying Chinese
among undergraduate students. Faculty of Arts Bangkok Thonburi University Classified
by personal data the samples used in this research were calculated using the Taro
Yamane formula (Taro Yamane, 1973). 195 people were calculated using an online
questionnaire to collect the data. The statistics used for data analysis were
percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, one-way analysis of variance compared
the mean difference of more than 2 samples, when the difference is found, it is
performed to compare the mean differences individually by the Scheffe method.

The results of the research were as follows: (1). Learning motivation of the
language level of learners, the average motivation was at a high level. The learner's
motivation for the learner level and the learning situation, the average motivation
was at the moderate level. (2). The gender factor and the Factors of subjects taken in
high school had no different effect on motivation case. The different factors of age,
study levels, and length of study in Chinese had different effects on motivation.
Different fields of study factors influence the level of motivation at the language
level, the different levels of learners, but at the learning level, there were no
different results. Factors of having different Chinese ancestry affect the learning
motivation of the learners in different language levels, but at the learner level and

the level of the learning situation had no different.
